Purpose of Report 
Council is requested to endorse a Joint Venture housing proposal with Department of 
Housing for the construction of two (2) 1x1 bedroom units at the rear of 11 James 
Street, Dalwallinu. 
 
Background 
In February 2017 the Chief Executive Officer presented a Housing Forum to Councillors 
in which 11 James Street was suggested as a potential site for additional housing and is 
currently zoned R10/30. 
  
On 24 November 2017 the Deputy Chief Executive Officer (DCEO) enquired with Mr 
Sasha Davidovich - Contracts Administrator - Housing Programs – Department of 
Communities as to the possibility of using the Reserve Funds for two new dwellings on 
the James Street block. 
 
An email on 20 December 2017 from Sasha stated:

It is hoped that the Department of Housing will support the proposal and allow the 
funds that are currently in the Shire Joint Venture Housing Reserve to be used to fund 
the construction of the units. 
 
Comment 
The housing proposal to be put forward to the Department of Housing is the 
construction of two (2) 1x1 stand-alone units with a verandah, shed and provision of 
parking at the rear of the lot at 11 James Street, Dalwallinu. The approximate unit area 
is proposed to be 50m2. 
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The front of the lot has an existing duplex structure which is also a Joint Venture with 
Department of Housing. As the Reserve funds have accumulated to such a large amount 
it is not envisaged this would be used just to maintain Joint Venture properties and 
hence the proposal being presented to Council.

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The vacant property is zoned ‘Townsite’ and is serviced with potable water, electricity 
and stormwater drainage and fronts a sealed road. 
 
The proposal (refer to attachment) is for two dwellings to be constructed on the vacant 
property in stages. Stage 1 dwelling will be constructed using a combination of an 
existing park home, two shipping containers and an infill area clad with trimwall 
material. This will have kitchen and bathroom amenities supporting two bedrooms. 
 
Stage 2 dwelling will be constructed on a monolithic concrete slab with a steel frame 
clad in trimwall and trimdeck material. The three bedrooms will be supported by 
bathroom, laundry and kitchen amenities.

Comment 
Under the Planning Scheme, Grouped Dwellings are not permitted in a Townsite 
location without the discretionary approval of Council. 
 
The Site and Development Requirements of the Planning Scheme require that a 
‘Residential Building’ have a minimum setback of 7,500mm from the front and rear 
boundaries. The application proposes compliance with the rear setback and a 
compromise of a 4,500mm front setback. The justification for this compromise is that 
it would “not affect privacy of any current properties and would add to the character of 
ǘƘŜ ŎǳǊǊŜƴǘ ƭŀƴŘǎŎŀǇŜκǎǘǊŜŜǘΦέ  
 
The applicant also relies on setback reductions allowed for under the State Planning 
Policy 3.1 ς Residential Codes. However, the Codes do not apply to land zoned Townsite, 
and the ‘secondary street boundary’ cited to justify the primary street boundary 
setback reduction cannot be considered because it is not a recognised thoroughfare as 
it is only a designated service access pathway.   
 
However, the proposal is subject to the Local Planning Scheme No 2 Policy No 5 ς 
Moveable Buildings as it will incorporate elements of moveable buildings namely a park 
home (currently onsite) and two shipping containers. 
The objectives to the Planning Policy are: 

a) To maintain high amenity standards of buildings, especially within the residential 
areas in the Townsites of the Shire. 
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Comment: Any construction component of the development will be subject to 
the Building Act 2011. 
 

b) To ensure that the visual aesthetics of residential areas are not compromised by 
the introduction of moveable buildings that are generally out of character with 
the predominant housing style in the locality. 
Comment: There is no particular housing style predominant within the townsite. 
However, building/s substantially clad in metal sheeting would differ greatly 
from the existing housing stock in the near vicinity of the subject site. 
 

c) To ensure that the moveable buildings, established within the Shire, do not use 
materials considered by the Council to be unacceptable (e.g. asbestos). 
Comment: Other than asbestos, no other materials have been cited in the 
Planning Policy. Any construction work undertaken through the Building Act 
would disallow the use of asbestos components. 
 

d) To avoid the erection and use of extensive areas of moveable structures for 
accommodating temporary workforces, or other business or company activities, 
in inappropriate areas. 
Comment: Not applicable 
 

e) To prevent the introduction of housing, or other use structures that are designed 
to be used on a temporary or short stay basis and that may detract from the 
standards already established in the residential areas of the Townsites. 
Comment: It is not understood what the intention is for the owner’s long term 
in developing two independent dwellings with a total of six bedrooms on the 
site. It would be difficult to control the use once the development is realised 
other than to introduce an effective local law to limit temporary or short stay 
accommodation (such as AirBnB). 
 

f) To protect the visual amenity of the urban environment by not permitting the 
establishment, storage or use of containers within the non-industrial areas of 
the townsite. 
Comment: Though it is proposed to incorporate two used shipping containers 
within the development, it is understood that they would be clad on the outside 
with new trimwall material to blend them into the overall development. 

 
It should be noted that the park home intended to be integral to the proposed 
development has been situated onsite for a number of months without necessary 
approval. The owners have been instructed by the Shire to remove the moveable 
building prior to the submission of the application for the proposed development. 
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The application has been assessed in accordance with the requirements of the Planning 
& Development Act 2005 (the Act) and the associated regulations. In this regard: 
 

¶ An assessment report and recommendation has been prepared (the subject of 
this report) taking into account all relevant provisions of the Act and associated 
regulations; 

 

¶ A site inspection was conducted and consideration has been given to the 
potential impacts upon all lands adjoining or located nearby.
